Dear Mr Wayman,

Thank you for your letter to my colleague, Daniel Phillips, which has been passed to me for a response.

T have been conducting further research into the bone assemblage recovered during the archaeological
investigations at 10 Market Square, Buckingham. As far as T can ascertain there is no record of a bone-
working industry in the town in the medieval period. However, the four recorded medieval guilds in the
town (the Cordwainers, the Mercers, the Tailors and the Butchers) are all likely to have used animal
products, including bone and leather (Green, D. & Beckley, R., with Taylor-Moore, K. 2008
Buckinghamshire Historic Towns Assessment Report: Buckingham. Aylesbury: Buckinghamshire County
Council / English Heritage / Aylesbury Vale District Council) .

Discussion with James Rackham of the Environmental Archaeology Consultancy, our faunal and
environmental specialist, who regularly encounters special assemblages of animal bone, has led me to
believe that the group of sheep metatarsals found in the pit on the site are likely to represent discards from
the processing of sheepskins. James has informed me that when a sheep was skinned it was lopped at the
base of the tibia, with the carcass going to the butcher and the skin going elsewhere for processing. The
lower leg bones, including the metatarsals, remained with the skin (apparently they made useful handles for
moving the skin) before being later discarded. A group comprising a large majority of foot bones, with very
few other bones, is therefore, likely to indicate the processing of hides.

Although no direct link can now be made, it is possible that the sheepskin was used in the manufacture of
shoes by the Cordwainers. Excavations in York have revealed that there was a marked increase in the use
of sheep/goat leather in making shoes between the 11™ and 13™ centuries (Mould, Q., Carlisle, I. &
Cameron, E. 2003 Leather and Leatherworking in Anglo-Scandinavian and Medieval York. The
Archaeology of York, Volume 17: the Small Finds. York: Council for British Archacology). This period
tallies with the date of the pottery recovered from the same pit as the bones.




On this basis you could perhaps name the new development Skinners Row.,

The query about the error in the Biodiversity Protection measures has been answered and corrected. The
comment has been retained for the record.

An updated Arboricultural Report has been supplied, and an addendum to the Ecology Report.

1. Arboricultural Report

A ‘new’ version has been posted and advised as Minor Amendments. The differences are:

4a. Addendum to Ecology Report {received 25/5/18) ~ in full. Notified as Minor Amended Plan.
The purpose of this addendum is to explain how the proposals for a new care home at Cornwall’'s Meadow,
Buckingham (16/03302/APP) address the Habitats Direct, as implemented by the conservation (Natural
Habitats Etc.) Regulations 1994, contains three “derogation tests” which must be applied by Natural
England (“NE”} when deciding whether to grant a licence to a person carrying an activity which would harm
an EPS. For development activities this licence is normally obtained after planning permission has been

obtained. The three tests are that:

s The activity to be licensed must be for imperative reasons of overriding public interest of for

public health and safety;
+ There must be no satisfactory alternative; and
e favourable conservation status of the species must be maintained

Notwithstanding the licensing regime the LPA must also address its mind to these three tests when
deciding whether to grant planning permission for a development which could harm EPS. LPA failing

to do so would be in breach of Regulation 3 (4) of the 1994 Regulations which requires all public
bodies to have regard to the requirements of the Habitats Directive in the exercises of their
functions.
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Demonstrating compliance with the three tests
When considering ‘imperative reasons of overriding public interest, including those of a social and
economic nature’ Natural England will take into account whether the activities/developments are
required to meet or provide a confribution to meeting a specific need such as;
s the requirement fo maintain the nafion’s health, safety, education, environment (sustainable
development, green energy, green transport);
s complying with planning policies and guidance at a national, regional and local level;
requirements for economic or social development (Nationally Significant Infrastructure Projects,
employment, regeneration, mineral extraction, housing, pipelines, .elc.)

1. Overriding Public Interest

The proposals for Cornwall's Meadow relate to the creation of a 61 care bed home with 14 assisted living
apartments. The proposals will help meet an identified housing need for elderly specialist accommodation.
The Housing and Homeless Strategy 2014-2017 has been prepared in partnership with Buckingham
County Council and aims to meet the housing needs of older people. The overriding need for such
accommodation is further evidenced in a range of reports including “The State of the Nation’s Housing”
(July 2018) Prepared by the International Longevity Centre, UK which predicts an increase in the country’s
ageing population. By 2040 the population of over 75s will have nearly doubled in size.

The White Paper ‘Fixing our broken housing market’ provides further evidence for supporting the need for
housing. Crown Care are seeking to serve this demand for specialist elderly accommodation and have
considered other sites in and around Buckingham however the Cornwall’'s Meadows site is the most
sustainable in terms of its town centre location. The accompanying Planning Statement provides a clear
and robust planning justification for the proposals and demonstrates that the proposals are fully in
accordance with the NPPF. In light of the above it is our view that the proposals and provision of specialist
elderly care is of overriding public interest and is required to meet a specific housing need.

2. No satisfactory alternative

It should be recognised that there are always going to be alternatives to a proposal and, in terms of
licensing decisions, it is for Natural England to determine that a reasonable level of effort has been
expended in the search for alfernative means of achieving the development whilst minimising the impact on
the EPS. Natural England expects applicants to demonstrate that alternatives have been considered,
explain what those alternatives were, and provide a justification for their decisions to select their preferred
optien and discount the others as satisfactory.

A proportionate approach is adopted in considering the feasibitity of alternative solutions relative to the
degree of likely impact. The greater the impact of the proposal on the species, the more evidence Natural
England would expect to see from the applicant in order to be able to satisfy itself that there is no
satisfactory alternative to the one being proposed.

Crown Care have looked at alternative sites around Buckingham none of these are available and \ or are
outside the town centre. The business model developed by Crown Care requires a site close to local
services and facilities. The proposals will have a limited impact on protected species given the mitigation
measures proposed. A sequential assessment was submitted with the planning application in relation to
sequential flood risk assessment which shows all the sites that have been considered. Crown Care have
sought to bring forward the Cornwall’s Meadow site over the last three years and are committed to
providing a high quality specialist care facility in a sustainable location close to local facilities and amenities.
Specific housing need for specialist elderly accommaodation has been discussed above.

3. Favourable conservation status of the species must be maintained

Natural England also expects the applicant to demonstrate that they have taken reasonable steps to
minimise the impacts of a development on EPS. These steps or measures might include (for example)
alternative timing of actions, development designs and layouts, and sites.

The proposals at Cornwall's Meadow will result in the destruction of two non-breeding, non-hibernation
roosts of common species (brown long-eared bat {maximum three individuals) and common pipistrelle
{maximum three individuals)). Crown Care propose the installation of multiple bat boxes on trees alongside
the river and incorporating bat boxes within the fabric of the new building and including bat tiles on the
southern aspect of the roof. These measures will ensure the favourable conservation status of both species
will be maintained in the local area.

The response sent after the 14" May meeting read:

Members discussed each document, noting errors and discrepancies, and asked whether any Risk

agreed its feasibility. It was pointed out that Candleford Court was not supposed to flood, but did,
regufarly, and that remedial measures were being charged to the tenants.

e the use of the 2002 approval of a hotel behind the Grand Junction as establishing the principle of
development is disingenuous — this was long before strictures on building on floodplains came in,
and the hotel building had a smalfer footprint and was higher up the site.
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Parking: Parking will be required for doctors, nursing and auxiliary staff, and visitors. The only good bus
services serve Milton Keynes (with no stops in between), Bicester (stopping at Tesco and then not again
until Bicester) and Aylesbury. The majority of surrounding villages do not even have a daily bus service,
let alone afternoon or evening services, so staff working shifts, unless Buckingham residents, will
undoubtedly drive info work, and it is inequitable to expect them to have to pay for parking because there
is inadequate parking on site. In addition, new estates on the edges of fown (including Maids Moreton)
will put pressure on the existing parking provision.

This would
enable this new cemetery to be ready for residents families with the knowledge that the
Brackley Road historical cemetery would soon to be completely filled.

Our only
opportunity to do this is prior to a decision being issued and we need to be thorough in
ensuring that all obligations are secured through proper legal documentation.
