Members’ previous response: (15/1/18) OPPOSE & ATTEND: Members noted that while the house
itself was approximately the same footprint as the bungalow, the new garage and the decking fell
outside this, and were on a solid plinth, thus increasing the amount of infrusion into the floodable
fand. Though the fall is stated to be 1/15, this is not a consistent slope, being steeper at the landward
end, and almost flat at the river end. The proposed house may be safe from flooding itself (and major
flooding occurs at approximately 10 vear intervals in Buckingham, and minor flooding annuafly), the
displaced floodwaters have fo go somewhere, and it is unjust and unneighbourly to cause flooding to
other people’s property.

1. Review of Conservation Area
Concern had been expressed at the lack of enforcement in the CA, the shortfall in CA &
Enforcement officer numbers, and the inadequate powers held by AVDC (acquiring Article 4
powers was suggested).
The CA advice is generic — a joint BTC/BS leaflet specifically for Buckingham was discussed
and agreed, .

- To be distributed to all addresses in the Conservation Area

- To encourage care of the buildings and appearance of the Town Centre/CA

- To encourage reporting of damage and planning breaches, and engender pride of

place

- ... especially with respect to work to, & felling of, trees

- To promote membership of the Buckingham Society

- To publicise the information in the Vision and Design Statement

- To highlight characteristic architectural details
The V&D Statement is now 14 years old.

A simplified map of the Conservation Area (similar to that on the BTC website} illustrated
with the more interesting aspects of the V&D Statement and CA document; leaflet size A3
folded (half & thirds, as the Hidden Buckingham and Visitor leaflets, for ease of delivery).
[“Hidden Buckingham” cost £200 for artwork, £583 for 10,000 copies; the (earlier) Visitor
leafet £736 total for 10,000]

AVDC remain the enforcing authority, and it was felt a change of mind-set was required, so
that protection of the CA was seen as fundamental. An Article 4 Direction (see below) has to
be consulted locally — like the BNDP was - and if adopted it becomes a legally enforceable
SPD.

It was pointed out that older planning approvals contain wording similar to this (restricting the
hours of opening of 6A Market Hill in 1984):

Reagon To ensure that the proposed works can be affected without detriment 1o the
special architectural and historic interest of the HBsted building and to comply with the
National Planning Policy Framework and in the interests of the visuat amenities of the
Conservation Area and to comply with policy G563 of Aylesbury Vale District Local Plan

Appendix
Article 4 Directions

1 Minor development such as domestic alterations and extensions can normally be carried
out without planning permission under the provisions of the Town and Country Planning
(General Permitted Development) (England) Order 2015 {(GPDO). Article 4 of the GPDO
gives local planning authorities the power to limit these ‘permitted development rights’ where
they consider it is necessary to protect local amenity or the wellbeing of the area. Using the
provisions of Article 4 of the GPDO brings certain types of development back under the
control of a local planning authority so that potentially harmful proposals can be considered
on a case by case basis through planning applications.

Assessing the Need

2 The specific requirement on local authorities under section 69 of the Planning (Listed
Buildings and Conservation Areas) Act 1990 to carry out a conservation area appraisal
provides a robust evidence base on which to assess the need for and scope of an Article 4
direction. Ideally a conservation area management plan developed from a conservation area
appraisal may identify areas where removal of ‘permitted development rights’ is necessary to
prevent the loss of characteristic architectural detailing or gradual erosion of the character
and appearance of the conservation area through inappropriate development. Historic
characterisation approaches such as Historic Area Assessment will also provide evidence
for using Article 4 directions outside conservation areas.

Scope

3 Itis only appropriate to remove permitted development rights where there is a real and
specific threat and exclude properties where there is no need for the direction to apply.
Article 4 directions are most commonly used to control changes to elevations of buildings in
conservation areas fronting a highway, waterway or open space but they can also be used to
control other forms of development which might harm the significance of heritage assets.

The Parish Liaison Officer had reported that an extension of time to 1/12/17 has
been agreed, to accommodate AVDC'’s discussions with SuDs and Highways.
Members were happy to leave drainage matters to the County Officers, but would
like information on whether the drains were adequate fo the extra volume in flood
conditions, given previous experience of overflow into Station Road.

Members also noted BCC’s proposed conditions for the perpetual access via
Railway Walk, and asked for information on who would be responsible for
maintenance of the University section, as the upgrading to cycleway was part of the
s106 for a different site.

Planning 18/12/17

Additional Plans

Members were pleased fo see that student residents of the new building would only
be issued with parking permits in exceptional circumstances, and suggested this be
extended fto all University accommodation in the town. The policing of on-street
parking of vehicles without permits was questioned, both on the grounds of legality,
and the correct identification of a vehicle as belonging to a student. The staff survey
figures were felt to be skewed by academics who only visited a few times a year.

The aims of the Travel Plan were admirable, but — as ever — mode transfer to cycling
was considered unlikely without the greater provision of secure, covered, cycle
parking, and the stated frequency of the #60/X60 service was so inaccurate that few
would choose fo try it as an alternative to car travel, and the regular service to Mifton
Keynes was completely omitted.

Members saw no reason to change their original response of ‘Conditional Support’.

Improving the effectiveness and efficiency of the Council

Background

The Town Council should always be looking to improve and adapt to future changes.
There are a large number of changes coming in the next few years. These have
been acknowledged by the Town Council previously by undertaking such events as
the strategic planning and the scenario planning workshops. The Scenario Planning
workshop proposed large changes to the Town Council’s work in the future with
looking at other aspects of work that the Town Council might need to expand into to
ensure the Town functions and has the best possible chance to thrive in the future.

The proposed changes came out a discussion between the management team (the
Town Clerk, Deputy Town Clerk and Estates Manager) factoring in the changes we
can see coming in the next few years and taking on board the discussions in Town
Council meetings and in the Scenario Planning workshops.

Unitary is by far and away the biggest single change affecting the Council over the
next 2-3 years. There will be positives and negatives associated with this. There are
other impacts such as the forthcoming elections and the general increase in the day
to day workload of the Council.

The main driver became making the Town Council more efficient. Looking at what
could be done to reduce the ever increasing work load on Councillors and staff.

These proposals were presented to the Chairmen of the Committees and the Mayor
to obtain feedback on the feasibility of working.

It is important to implement change soon so that the Town Council is ahead of where
it needs to be and not lagging behind and having to react to changes at other
councils. It is not practical to introduce strategy changes to how the Council runs
during the time that the unitary happens. There will be other important factors
including discussions over what exact services would transfer which would take time
away from internal change.

There are three options for Unitary which might happen:
1. One unitary council covering the whole county
2. Two unitary councils covering the county
3. No change with a district and a county council




As discussed at the scenario planning workshop the two options for unitary will give
similar result in that more aspects would be devolved down to the Town, although
the extent would likely be different. With the third option it is likely that County would
look to devolve more services and assets down to the Town Council. District has
removed many of the services which may have previously transferred. Therefore the
Town Council would need to fill in the gaps that these have occurred.

Therefore this structure has looked at all three possibilities and takes each into
account as to how it has been created to function. i.e. It would function well if there
was little to no expansion of the services we undertake, a medium amount of extra
services and if there was a large amount transferred. Hence at the bottom of this
report it looks into which other services would fit under the committee.

Information

A new committee would be instituted called Town Development. Its purpose wouid
be Providing a strong and independent voice for Buckingham

Long term tactical town planning
Economic development
Planning application policy

Tree application policy
Transport links

Healthcare provision

Education provision

The Committee could have a number of sub-committees or working groups if it is felt
as though it was needed. It is felt that there is a requirement to have an Economic
Development Sub-Committee

In addition to this there would be the scope to include Task and Finish groups for
those Councillors keen on a particular project to ensure that it is being progressed.

While responding to planning applications is important it has become evident since
the introduction of the Localism Act and the development of the Neighbourhood Plan
that the focus should be on the provision in the future. The Council has always
advocated trying plan problems out of developments and that more focus should be
placed on this. Therefore the committee’s role would be to look closure at transport
solutions, cycle and pedestrian routes and school and health care provision.

With the scaling back already and the proposed change to unitary there has been
less input from AVDC and BCC in the economic development of the Town. As such
recent news stories of Clay’s closing it has highlighted that some leadership is
needed in this area. As a resulit this Committee and a sub Committee specifically for
this purpose is needed to drive things forward.

The Dark Ages saw Buckingham as a thriving town for pilgrims, flocking to our child saint’s
birthplace, so perhaps Pilgrims Way may be suitable for the spine road.

Our meeting also suggested connecting this to Roman Britain, in view of the archaeological
finds in the vicinity. In my view, Roman names do not fall readily to the modern tongue (|
started with Roman Governors in Britain, but gave up after trying to work something around
Aulus Piautius (AD 43), Publius Ostorious Scapula (AD 47) and Aulus Didius Gallus
{AD 51/2). They actually got worse (eg Decimus Clodius Septimus Albinus in AD 192 to
197), although there are over 50 of them between AD 43and AD 410, when we were
eventually left to fend for ourselves. Roman Emperars are a little easier, with a selection
that could include Augustus, Tiberius, Caligula, Claudius, Vitellius, Domitian etc,
although only a couple of them came to good ol Blighty.

Roman Coinage may offer opportunities — denarius (very common), aureus and solidus

(gold coins) and sestertius (the first to represent Brittania) spring to mind (well, sprung out
of the pages of Peter Clayton’s excellent book A Companion fo Roman Britain).
