)The competition is open to any business within the parish boundary of Buckingham.
2. The competition is free to enter.
3. Judging of entries will be undertaken by a group of Town Councillors on a set date on or after Friday 4th July 2026.
4. All entries must be visible from the kerbside.
5. The Council reserves the right to refuse to accept any entries and, in the event of any such refusal, is not required to give reason or explanation.
6. Businesses may only enter one category of the Buckingham in Bloom competition.
7. Businesses may only enter their own premises.
8. By entering this competition, permission is given to Buckingham Town Council to take photos of the entries and allow the Council to publicise the photos and share them through their website, social media and with the press.
9. Winners will be notified by e-mail or in writing if they have won in Summer 2024.
10. Prizes will be awarded to first and second place in each category. 
11. A small / independent business is defined as a business with less than 10 employees and that is not part of a wider company, chain or franchise with other premises.
12. A large / chain business is defined as a business that is part of a larger company, chain or franchise, with more than one premises in the UK. It also applies to a business with more than 10 employees.
13. Judging criteria will focus on the following general themes: sustainable planting, cleanliness, variety of planting, horticultural maintenance and creative use of space. Fresh plants and alternative concepts to represent ‘Buckingham in Bloom’ will be accepted.
14. [image: ]Businesses entrants should ensure their display does not cause any obstruction and complies with all planning, licensing or health and safety requirements, for example, planters should not obstruct public footpaths. Judging will consider the setting of each premises during the competition and will not view a lack of outdoor space as a negative feature, use of internal window displays is encouraged.
15. By entering the competition, applicants will be deemed to be bound by the terms and conditions.
16. Any breach of the terms and conditions by an applicant will void their entry.
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
